1 small box vanilla instant pudding,                                                                                                       

1 cup water,                                                                                                                                 

2 Tbsp lemon juice,                                                                                                                    
1/2 cup oil.  

Glaze:   1 cup powdered sugar,                                                                                                        

3 Tbsp. lemon juice,  lemon zest                                                                                                 

Beat cake ingredients in an electric mixer until well -blended and batter is 

smooth.   Pour into well greased 10 - inch Bundt pan and bake at 350 for 40 -45  
minutes, then turn out onto serving plate.   Blend sugar, lemon  and lemon zest un-

til smooth.   Brush on warm cake.
